Background

Eco2 North Lincs Ltd (“Eco2”) is in the process of applying to North Lincolnshire
Council (“NLC”) for planning permission to construct and operate a straw-fuelled
Renewable Energy Plant on the former British Sugar Factory site near Brigg.

The proposal site is some 5 hectares and lies within Flood Zone 3 area. Planning Policy
Statement 25 (PPS25) advises that proposals in such areas should be subject of Flood
Risk Assessment carried out by the applicant.

PPS25 also advises that Local Planning Authorities should apply the sequential approach
at a site level. This document provides a record of the sequential approach applied by the
developer in respect of the proposed development, which will aide NLC in their own
sequential test.

Consideration of Flood Risk

Planning Policy Statement 25, Development and Flood Risk was published in December
2006. The policy statement at paragraphs 16 and 17 provides:

The Sequential Approach

Local Planning Authorities allocating land in LDDs for development should apply the
Sequential Test to demonstrate that there are no reasonably available sites in areas with
lower probability of flooding that would be appropriate to the type of development or
land use proposed. A sequential approach should be used in areas known to be at risk
from other forms of flooding

In areas of river or sea flooding, preference should be given to locating new development
in Flood Zone 1. If there are no reasonably available sites in Flood Zonel, the flood
vulnerability of the proposed development can be taken into account in locating
development in Flood Zone 2 and then Flood Zone 3. Within each Flood Zone new
development should be directed to sites at the lowest probability of flooding from sources
as indicated by the Strategic Flood Risk Assessment.

The sequential Test seeks the allocation of land for development in flood areas of least
risk where practicable (ie. steer towards Zone 1 preferentially). Developers will use the
sequential test to demonstrate that there are no alternatives with a lower probability of
flooding for the given end use.

The below test demonstrates the reasonable availability of sites and this relates to
availability on a planning balance as well as physical balance. Sites assessed were
committed and new Industrial allocation sites from the North Lincolnshire Local Plan
(2003). These sites are presented in table xx.



The sequential test approach used is taken from “Development and Flood Risk: A
practice Guide Companion to PPS25” (issued by Department for Communities and Local
Government.
